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1. INTRODUCTION
This is a template for the extended abstract and should be used to submit all the works. The abstract can be written in Portuguese or in English.
The manuscript should be typed in the A4 page layout (210x297mm) with 20 mm margins (top, bottom, left and right). Authors can use this template, replacing the text blocks, to format their own abstracts. Do not change this template and do not include any logos on the header or footer.
The purpose of these instructions is to ensure uniformity in the layout and typography of the papers. The overall length of the extended abstract, including illustrations, tables, and references, is limited to 2 pages. Papers exceeding the mentioned limit will be returned to the corresponding author.

All the main titles (e.g. INTRODUCTION, METHODS, RESULTS, CONCLUSIONS) should be typed in Capital Letters and in Arial 10 Bold. The text of each section should be justified (both left and right) and typed in Arial 10.

Figures and tables must be included in the main text and must be individually numbered and captioned. Illustrations should be sharp and clear. Leave one line before and after tables and figures (see examples below). All the figures and tables, such as the Figure 1 and table 1, should be mentioned in the text of the manuscript before its appearance.

In what concerns the table formatting, those should only include horizontal lines, as illustrated in the following table example.

2. METHODS
Text used in images and tables should be typed in Arial 9 points.

2.1. Methods (subtitle)

As previously mentioned, all the subtitles should appear in Arial 10 Bold. In the normal text of each section text in bold should be avoided.
2.2. Subtitles

As mentioned, subtitles should be in bold.

3. RESULTS
If any aspect of the manuscript preparation is not referred, authors can ask for more details by using the following email address:  enegilisboa15@tecnico.ulisboa.pt 
4. CONCLUSIONS
The manuscript should include a “Conclusions”, “Final remarks” or an equivalent section, identifying the most relevant findings of the work.

All the bibliographic references should be indicated according to the rules for the authors’ citations. For detailed indication about the requested format, authors can consult the APA format (Ribeiro & Duarte, 2003).
Below, in section 6, some examples are presented of how literature should be cited. The list should be presented by alphabetic order but the examples below are presented in the following order: i). Book, ii). Journal Paper, iii). Paper in proceedings and iv). Papers published online/webpages.
5. ACKNOWLEDGMENTS
An “Acknowledgments” section may be included (optional) after the Conclusions and before the references.
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
